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University Notification: Attached Local Inspection Committee Report for the Academic year 2021-
22. Renewal has been approved as pe the student’s quota approved by Syndicate Committee. A report
showing the weaknesses identified by LIC, improving them and strategies used to over come challenges
has to be submitted by the college withing 15 days. Failed to do so, application for the approval of

affiliation for the next academic year will be rejected.

Clauses:

1. Local Inspection Committee clauses has to be followed.

2. As per the clauses mentioned by Local inspection Committee in Govt. orders No.: ED29 UNE 2021
Dated: 12-02-2021, colleges should take action to fulfil all Eight Defined Parameters within next two

years.

3. University will not approve additional students beyond the given intake.

4. Coursesfcombinétions cannot be started without prior permission from University.

5. Students’ Intake policy given by University on timely basis has to be strictly followed.

6. Colleges shall follow the circulars/regulations and notifications about University, College students,
Teaching faculty and Non-teaching faculty. Colleges will have to take necessary action to strictly follow

the students intake for each course and eligibility criteria to enrol for a course.

7. As per the timely notifications given by University about admission to Postgraduate courses,

admission fees, sanctioned 50% intake for Govt. Colleges has to be followed by the colleges.

8. As per Vyshak vs Govt. of Rajasthan litigation, Date: 13-08-1997, verdict of High Court, any form
of harassment, sexual harassment, sexual harassment by any person (teaching/non-
teaching/administrative) or by a student in a college or office, work place is a punishable offence. Any
person involved in such activities may be dismissed from the post. The college should set up a grievance

redressal committee as ordered by the Supreme Court to curb such abusive activities.
9. To improve the academic performance of students, efforts to be made to improve the curriculum.

10. Marks sheets and other documents submitted by students for admission process has to be returned

immediately after the approval.

11. Marks sheets, degree certificates and other documents submitted by students for admission process
has to be returned within Three months. Documents under college custody after the stipulated time has

to be reported to Registrar (evaluation).

12. In case students apply for Transfer Certificate, colleges shall issue transfer certificate without

causing any trouble to students. As per rules no permission has been given to collect any addiE nal

fees other than the tuition fees for the uncompleted year/semester from students. fﬁﬁfk:ﬁ&h
